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PERMITTED PAYMENTS BEFORE & DURING YOUR TENANCY

BEFORE YOU MOVE IN

HOLDING DEPOSIT**
A refundable holding deposit of one weeks rent is required to secure
the property. This can be used to form part of your first months rent.

SECURITY DEPOSIT

A security deposit equal to five weeks rent is required for annual rentals
of under £50,000 or six weeks rent for annual rentals of exceeding
£50,000. The security deposit will be held with a recognised tenancy
deposit scheme.

RENT

A minimum of one month rent in advance will be required

PLEASE NOTE: The Landlord may charge a higher monthly rent if you
have a pet.

**RETAINING THE HOLDING DEPOSIT

The landlord or letting agent who received the Holding Deposit can
keep it if:

1) The tenant fails a Right to Rent check regardless of when the deposit
was accepted.

2) The tenant provides false or misleading information to the landlord
or letting agent, which the landlord is reasonably entitled to consider in
deciding whether to grant the tenancy because this materially affects
their suitability to rent the property.

3) The tenant notifies the landlord or letting agent before the deadline
for agreement that they have decided not to enter into a tenancy
agreement.

4) The tenant fails to take all reasonable steps to enter into a tenancy
agreement.
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DURING YOUR TENANCY (PAYABLE TO PARRIS RESIDENTIAL)

TENANCY AMENDMENT FEE
A fee of £50 inc VAT will apply if the Tenant requests and has approved
a variation, assignment or novation to the tenancy agreement

KEY OR SECURITY DEVICE REPLACEMENT
Landlords and letting agents can charge a tenant a fee to cover the cost
of replacing the lost key or security device.

EARLY TERMINATION OF A TENANCY

Upon the receipt of a written request from the tenant (and with
agreement of the landlord), to terminate the tenancy prior to the expiry
of the fixed term; the cost equivelant to the landlords re-let fee is to be
paid by the tenant.

DURING YOUR TENANCY ( PAYABLE TO THE PROVIDER )

UTILITIES

To include gas, water, sewerage, electricity or any other fuel unless
otherwise included within the rent

COUNCIL TAX
Payable to the billing authority unless classed as exempt

COMMUNICATIONS INCLUDING SATELLITE & CABLE

Telephone & Broadband Charges & both the installation (upon approval
from the landlord) and subscription to the relevant suppliers unless
otherwise included in the rent.

TELEVISION LICENSE
Payable to the licensing authority
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
